Description of Duties

e To ensure that the classroom is clean and set up before children atrive and/or to ensure that the
classroom is clean and picked up after children leave
e To be present in classroom 15 to 20 minutes prior to class; remain until last child has been picked up.

e To follow all established safety and security guidelines for children’s ministry programs, including
submitting to the church’s policies on screening, background checks, safety training, etc.

e To attend training on child protection
e To actively connect with parents of children in class
e To attend teacher training meetings
